The trust was established by the
remaining members of Queen and manager Jim Beach immediately after Freddie’s death
on November 24, 1991, at the age of 45 of AIDS-related bronchial pneumonia. The
Mercury Phoenix Trust is dedicated to raising money and awareness about AIDS in his
memory. Since 1992, the Mercury Phoenix Trust has donated more than $15 million in
the fight against AIDS.
